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A By-law for the use of pseudonyms by members of the association
Part 1—Preliminary 
[bookmark: _Toc221638771]Short title
This By-law may be cited as the Pseudonyms By-law 2026.
[bookmark: _Toc221638772]Commencement
This By-law commences on 1 May 2026.
[bookmark: _Toc221638774]Definitions
In this by-law:
application means an application made under section 11(1).
pseudonym means a fictitious name that differs substantially from a person’s true name.
pseudonym holder means a member of the association who holds a pseudonym under section 4(1).
register means the register of pseudonyms maintained under section 8.
Part 2—Use of pseudonyms
Appointment of pseudonyms
The Chairman-General may, by order, appoint a pseudonym for a member of the association.
A pseudonym in subsection (1) must be substantially different from a person’s true name.
A pseudonym may be used by more than one member of the association.
References to pseudonym
A reference in any document of the association to a pseudonym is taken to be a reference to the member or members, who in the context of the document and the register, are identified as using that pseudonym.
Revocation
The Chairman-General may, by order, revoke a pseudonym from a member of the association.
Resignation
A member may resign his or her pseudonym by giving the Chairman-General a written resignation.
Register of pseudonyms
The Chairman-General must maintain a register of pseudonyms.
Privacy of pseudonym
An order made under section 4 may be made public with the name of the pseudonym holder removed.
Part 3—Revealing of pseudonyms
Form and content of application
An application is to be in writing but does not have to take any particular form.
Making of application
1. An application is made by lodging it with the Chairman-General.
1. An application may be lodged with the Chairman-General by:
1. delivery by post or hand to the Chairman-General; or
1. by facsimile to the Chairman-General; or
1. by email or other electronic means; or
1. by such other means as may be prescribed by order.
Acceptance or declining of application by the Chairman-General
1. The Chairman-General is to determine whether or not an application made to the Chairman-General is to be accepted or declined, in whole or in part.
1. The Chairman-General may decline an application if:
3. the privacy of the pseudonym holder is unduly impacted by the revealing of the pseudonym holder; or
3. the pseudonym is no longer in use; or
3. the pseudonym has never been appointed; or
3. the pseudonym has been revoked.
1. The Chairman-General is to give notice of a decision to accept or decline an application to:
4. the member who made the application; and
4. the pseudonym holder.
1. A decision made under this section to decline an application in whole or in part is not reviewable.
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
